Owner/Operator Responsibilities:

I (we), the undersigned owner(s)/operator(s), request state cost sharing to help pay the cost of installing the practice(s) indicated above to meet the standards adopted by the Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR), Division of Soil and Water Conservation (DSWC), for agricultural or silvicultural sediment and/or animal waste pollution abatement.  I (we) understand and agree that:

1. A representative of ODNR-DSWC must determine the practice(s) is needed to meet the state standards for agricultural pollution abatement.

2. Public cost sharing will not exceed 75 percent of the actual cost of installing the least expensive acceptable 
practice needed.  A more expensive practice may be used if it will meet the appropriate standard(s); in that case, however, public cost sharing will still not exceed 75 percent of the estimated cost of the least expensive acceptable practice. 
3. Cost share funds are available only to owners/operators who have a district approved, current Resource Management System conservation plan and have completed the Livestock Environmental Assurance Program (LEAP) Training or the Pork Environmental Assurance Training for Level I, for all livestock cost sharing practices.

4. All items of cost upon which reimbursement will be based must be supported by receipts for payments made to vendors and/or a list of owner/operator time, equipment, and cost.  The district administrator or an appropriate designee of the Board of Supervisors shall verify all such supporting information as proper and reasonable.

5. Any representative of the district and/or the DSWC shall have the right of ingress and egress to my land for the purpose of fulfilling this agreement.

Installation of the practice(s) indicated will be started within 12 months and completed within 24 months from the date this agreement is approved by the DSWC Resource Management Specialist (RMS).  Failure to meet these time frames will result in automatic termination unless this agreement is amended by mutual consent to reschedule the work.

6. I (we) understand that if I (we) fail to operate and maintain the practice(s) cost shared by the district with state funds, the DSWC may recover up to the full amount of the cost share funds. If this property is sold for or converted to other uses, I (we) understand that the DSWC may recover the state cost share funds on a prorated basis for the life of the practice. If title to land containing these cost share practices is transferred to another person, it shall be my (our) responsibility or my (our) designated agent’s or representative's responsibility to advise the new owner that this agreement exists and that if the practice is not maintained for its useful life from the time of establishment, or replaced with an equally effective pollution abatement practice at no cost to the district, the new owner shall be subject to repayment of the state cost share funds on a prorated basis for the life of the practice.

Soil and Water Conservation District Responsibilities:

1. Cost share practices must be planned and approved by a person with appropriate job approval authority in accordance with the technical specifications listed in the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Ohio Field Office Technical Guide and/or the technical specifications approved by the Chief, ODNR-DSWC, if the Ohio Field Office Technical Guide does not apply.

2. The district will submit to the ODNR-DSWC Resource Management Specialist a "Supplemental Cost Share Agreement" if any substantial change is proposed for the practice to be installed, the cost thereof, and/or starting and completion dates.

3. The district administrator or an appropriate designee of the Board of Supervisors will certify that a person with appropriate job approval authority has approved that the practice(s) is complete and meets the required technical specifications prior to any cost sharing payment by the district. 

4. The district shall monitor the maintenance of practices established with state cost share funds in cooperation with the DSWC and report to the DSWC any failure to maintain such practices or sale of such land thereby subjecting the owner/operator to recovery of state cost share funds.
