Stalking the Skunk Cabbage 
Let’s look for a plant that creates its own heat and 
blooms in mid winter. Meet at the lodge at 10:00 
a.m. to learn more about this amazing phenomenon 
and go on an auto tour through the forest in search of 
Skunk Cabbage. Wear gum boots, dress warm, and 
be prepared to get muddy. 
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
