Information provided in this report breaks down the catch 
rates (reported as average hours to catch a keeper bass - with keeper length 
determined by the tournament organization) for Ohio Inland Reservoirs, Lake 
Erie and the Ohio River.   In addition this report provides a list of the most 
fished tournament waters and top big bass caught in tournaments.
