Largemouth Bass
Largemouth bass were sampled by electrofishing during spring 2009. Nearly 94% of the bass sampled

were 12" and greater. Eighteen percent of these fish were also 15" and longer.

Crappie

Black crappie were sampled during fall 2008 trap-netting surveys. Eighty-five percent of the crappie were
