Largemouth Bass

OUTLOOK: POOR

Largemouth bass are abundant in Timbre Ridge Lake but are small in size. Only three percent of the
largemouth bass captured in the 2007 electrofishing survey were larger than 12-inches; only one percent of
the largemouth bass captured were larger than 15-inches.

Bluegill OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT

During the 2007 electrofishing survey, 17% of the bluegill captured were larger than six-inches; one
percent were larger than eight-inches.

Channel Catfish OUTLOOK: GOOD
Though not targeted for sampling by Division of Wildlife crews, channel catfish yearlings are stocked in
alternate years.

Rainbow Trout OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT

Catchable rainbow trout are stocked annually in the spring and fall. Small spinners, prepared trout baits,
and corn fished below a bobber are popular techniques with trout anglers.
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
