Applicant's Name      
1. Submit a signed copy of the U.S. Natural Resource Conservation form OH-CPA-65 with a soil map and soil descriptions attached.

2. If a 1st order soil survey (1:1,000 scale or larger) has been conducted by the applicant to the standards and specifications of the National Cooperative Soil Survey and in accordance with Agriculture Handbooks 18 and 436 as provided for in 1501:13-4-12, provide a description of the soils which includes at a minimum the following information:

A description of the soil profile which will include: the soil horizon, the average soil horizon depth; horizon boundaries; soil color with description of any mottling; texture; structure; consistence; reaction and any other features such as soil type, classification, parent material, physiography, relief, slope, erosion, drainage, depth to groundwater, permeability, moisture, stoniness, root distribution, and land use.

The range of prime farmland soil depths to bedrock that were encountered on the application area must be included (for example: soil depths between 46 - 54 inches to bedrock were encountered).

A map must be provided, at a minimum first order scale or larger, delineating the mapped area(s) of prime soils and, if a previous NRCS soil map exists, the NRCS delineation of the prime farmland unit(s) must also be included on the map. 

Please note: If a 1st order survey is not performed, information regarding PFL soil extent and depth submitted to the division cannot be revised subsequent to application approval.

     
3. Provide a time schedule for soil removal and stockpiling.

     
4. Provide a time schedule for soil reconstruction and revegetation.

     
5. Provide a time schedule for restoration of soil productivity.

     
6. Indicate the depths of topsoil and B horizon or B and C horizons by soil series to be removed and segregated during stockpiling.

     
7. Describe the measures planned to avoid excessive soil compaction.

     
8. Describe the measures planned to treat the soils on areas where excessive compaction is unavoidable.

     
9. Indicate the soil moisture conditions under which topsoil and subsoil will be handled, describing how suitable soil handling moisture conditions will be determined.

     
10. List the types of equipment proposed for use during the removal of the soil and during the reconstruction phases of reclamation.

     
11. Describe the measures planned to assure positive surface drainage on the reconstructed soils.

     
12. Describe the erosion control and water management measures along with design criteria to be utilized during the stockpiling, reconstruction, and revegetation phases of reclamation.

     
13. Describe the planned revegetation techniques, including seedbed preparation, soil amendments, seeding mixtures and methods, and mulching materials and methods.

     
14. Describe the soil, crop, and pest management practices to be implemented following revegetation.

     
15. List the reference crop(s) and target yield for each area of reconstructed prime farmland.

     
16. Describe the techniques to be used in establishing, managing, and verifying yields of each reference crop.

     
17. List the qualifications and describe the involvement of personnel responsible for implementing the restoration plan.

     
18. Describe the applicant's past performance on prime farmland restoration.

     
19. Describe or demonstrate by some other means that the applicant has the technological capability to restore the prime farmland to equivalent or higher levels of yield as non-mined prime farmland in the surrounding area under equivalent levels of management.

     
20. Submit as addenda pertinent research studies, field demonstrations, and other information supporting the proposed reclamation techniques. 
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
