PRE-EXISTING DISCHARGE INVENTORY
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1. Hydrologic units may be defined in cases where two or more discharges occur within a hydrologically discrete ground water flow system.  If no hydrologic unit is defined, leave blank.

2. Code usage:  NC = discharge does not combine with other discharges, CN = discharge naturally combines/coalesces with other discharges, DM = discharge is presently combined with other discharges by man-made control (ditch, culvert, etc.), CP = discharge will be combined with other discharges following permit issuance.

3. Indicate the pond where the pre-existing discharge water from the individual sampling site will be directed.  Show the natural or constructed drainage paths and the receiving pond on the hydrology map.
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
