Operator’s Guidelines

For Completing an Application for Coal Mining Permit Renewal


The Operator’s Guidelines for Completing an Application for Coal Mining Permit Renewal is provided as a tool to assist you with conforming with the provisions of Chapter 1513 of the Ohio Revised Code and 1501:13-4-06 of the Ohio Administrative Code governing the regulation and permit renewal requirements of coal surface & underground mining in Ohio.  Included in this document are instructions and information that should assist you with the preparation and submission of a complete renewal application for a coal mining permit.  Applications that include all required information in satisfactory detail will greatly reduce the time needed for revisions and subsequent review by the Division.  


Designed to assist you, the guidelines are not intended to be applicable to every situation.  Each applicant must consider the specific characteristics of your operation.


Please respond to all questions within the application in sufficient detail.  If more space is needed to respond to a question, do not hesitate to provide additional pages as addendums.  The more detailed your application, the less likelihood of revisions being needed.

Item 1;
Provide the renewal applicant’s name, permit number, complete mailing address, phone number and EIN or SSN (last 4 digits). This address should be the location where phone inquiries and/or correspondence may be mailed to individuals knowledgeable and involved in the permitting process. 1501:13-4-06(B)(2)(b), 1501:13-4-06(A)(6) & (7)

Item 2:
Provide as indicated.

Item 3:
Indicate the type of operation as appropriate.  

Item 4:
Provide the mine name, MSHA (Mine Safety and Health Administration) number(s) for the mine and all structures requiring MSHA approval.  Provide the NPDES, 401, 404 and PTI numbers and expiration dates as applicable. 1513.07, 1501:13-4-03(B)(9), 1501:13-4-05(D)(2)(h)

Item 5:
Provide as indicated. If the proposed renewal is in excess of 5 years, the application shall be complete and accurate covering the specified longer term and show that the proposed longer term is needed to allow the applicant to obtain financing for equipment and for the opening of the operation with the need confirmed, in writing, by the applicant’s proposed source of financing. 1513.07(A)(2), 1501:13-4-03(F)(3), 1501:13-4-06(B)(2)(b)

Item 6:
Provide the surface owner name, county, township, section, lot, and township & range for each surface owner of land within the permit area. 1501:13-4-03(B)(2) & (3)
Item 7:
Submit a copy of the legal document, Surface Owners Consent and/or complete the Right-of-Entry Affidavit showing the applicant’s right to be on the property and mine the coal.  Note: Right of entry must be valid at approval and issuance.  1513.07 (B)(1)(i), 1513.07(E)(2)(e), 1501:13-4-03(B)(2) & (3), 1501:13-4-03(D)(1)(2)

Item 8:
If “yes,” the preparer’s business name must be supplied with a complete mailing address and phone number. This address should be the location where phone inquiries and/or correspondence may be mailed to individuals knowledgeable and involved in the permitting process. 1501:13-4-06(A)(4)


Item 9:
Provide applicant information as indicated. Submit current Owners and Controllers if the applicant is not a single proprietorship. 1513.07(B)(1)(a)(i), 1513.07(B)(1)(d), 1501:13-4-03(B), 1501:13-4-06(A)(6)(7)

Item 10:
Submit a Certificate of Insurance for proof of insurance for the applicant. Applicant’s name must be consistent throughout the permit application.  Note: Liability Insurance must be valid at approval and issuance.  1513.07(B)(1)(q), 1501:13-7-07, 1501:13-4-06(B)(2)(c)

Item 11:
Provide the name and address of the public office where a complete copy of this renewal application is to be filed. The application needs to be on file in the county or counties where the permit is located and must be on file during the entire public comment period. The public office where the application can be filed is the county recorder’s office, county NRCS office, or the DMRM office, if the office is located in the county where the operation is located.  


List the name and address of the newspaper and provide the text of the advertisement that is to be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the locality of the permit area. See example copy of the public notice text at http://www.ohiodnr.com/mineral/forms/tabid/10405/Default.aspx 1513.07(B)(1)(f), 1501:13-4-06(B)(2)(g), 1501:13-4-06(A)(5), 1501:13-5-01

Item 12:
Indicate whether there will be an operator(s) other than the applicant. If there is an operator other than the applicant, provide the operator name(s) and submit Operator Ownership and Control.  1513.07(B)(1)(a)(v), 1501:13-4-03(A)(2)(b), 1501:13-4-03(B)(1)(b), 1501:13-4-06(A)(6)

Item 13:
If the applicant or any person listed on Owners and Controllers has continuing responsibilities on other permit areas, submit Permit List for all coal permits held within the five years preceding the date of this application by the applicant or any of the above persons.  1513.07(B)(1)(c)(d), 1501:13-4-03(B)(5)(d).

Item 14(a):
If yes, submit a Suspension, Revocation and Forfeiture List  for the applicant, any subsidiary, affiliate or persons controlled by or under common control with the applicant, providing all federal or state coal mining permits that have been suspended or revoked in the five years preceding the date of this application.  1513.07(B)(1)(e), 1501:13-4-03(C)(1)(2)

Item 14(b):
If yes, submit a Suspension, Revocation and Forfeiture List  for the applicant, any subsidiary, affiliate or persons controlled by or under common control with the applicant, providing all federal or state coal mining permits that have been forfeited.  1513.07(B)(1)(e), 1501:13-4-03(C)(1)(2)

Item 15:
If yes, submit a NOV List providing all violations of chapter 1513 of the Revised Code, or Administrative Code, or any state or federal violations pertaining to air or water issued to the applicant within the three years preceding the date of this application.  1513.07(E)(3)(a), 1501:13-4-03(C)(3)(a)

Item 16:
If yes, submit a Unabated Violations listing all unabated state or federal cessation orders or unabated notices of violations pertaining to air or water issued to the applicant or any owner or controller of the applicant within the three years preceding the date of this application.  1513.07(E)(3)(a), 1501:13-4-03(C)(3)(b) and (4)

Item 17:
If yes, provide the required information.  If the previously submitted Public Road Consent(s) have expired, current Public Road Consent(s) will  need to be submitted. 1513.073(D)(4), 1501:13-3-04(C),  1501:13-3-03(D), 1501:13-4-05(L)

Item 18:
If yes, provide the required information and submit an Application to Revise a Coal Mining Permit. (i.e. Probable Hydrologic Consequences, Mine Plan Summary, Blasting Plan)1501:13-4-06(B)(3), Directive Performance Security 2007-02
Item 19

(a)&(b): 
Provide the required information.

Item 20:
Provide the required evidence that the performance security in effect will remain in effect for the term of the renewal. Provide a Validation of Surety Bond and/or Validation of Collateral Bond. 1501:13-4-06(B)(2)(d), 1501:13-7-03

Item 21:
Provide Mine Plan Summary, as applicable. Directive Performance Security 2007-02

Item 22:
Provide the name, title, date, signature and notarization verifying the application information.  Any representative of the applicant, other than an owner and controller of the applicant, will be required to submit written authorization. 1501:13-4-01(E)
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
